St Agnes Racial Justice Initiative News

We will soon be celebrating our nation's newest federal
holiday, Juneteenth. Many are still unaware of what it is,
and that it is now a federal holiday.

Juneteenth, a combination of "June" and "nineteenth," is
the name for the oldest, ongoing celebration of the end
of slavery in the United States, commemorating the day
in 1865 in Galveston, Texas when U.S. Major General Gor-
gon Granger issued General Order #3, finally informing
the people of Texas, two plus years after the Emancipa-
tion Proclamation, that enslaved people were now and
henceforth free. Southern states were slow to
acknowledge federal authority after the end of the Civil
War and stifled news of emancipation.

The news was celebrated in Galveston that day in 1865
and ever since. In 1872 a group of Black clergymen and
businessmen bought 10 acres of land in Galveston that
became Emancipation Park. Over a century later, on June
7, 1979 the Texas legislature passed a bill making
Juneteenth a paid state holiday, the first state in the na-
tion to do so.

President Biden signed the proclamation making it a fed-
eral holiday on June 18, 2021.

Here at St. Agnes, as disciples of the Jesus who devoted
himself to all, especially the least among us, those on the
margins of society, we will be raising awareness of this
new federal holiday and its significance in the quest for
racial justice, making sure we honor our country's com-
mitment to the founding belief in the truth that all of us
are created equal and endowed by our creator with cer-
tain unalienable rights.

We will be honoring the holiday at St. Agnes on the June
18th weekend. Stay tuned for more history here and no-
tices of upcoming activities related to the holiday.

All course materials are
online, and we will meet for class lecture/discussion once
a week on Tuesday evenings 7-9 pm beginning May 23rd

Images of Jesus

Through this course the participant will have the oppor-
tunity to examine, from a variety of theological perspec-
tives, what we know and believe about the central figure
of the Christian faith and arguably the most influential
person who ever walked the earth. After looking at many
different resources, the student will be able to form a
personal answer to "Who do you say that | am?"

We will look at the images of Jesus in the New Testa-
ment, as understood in theology today, as understood in
the Paschal Mystery and as encountered in the liturgical
life of the Church. All course materials are online and we
will meet for class lecture/discussion once a week on
Wednesday evenings 7-9 pm beginning May 24th. This
course is part of the sequence for the catechetical certifi-
cation.
