Fast fashion has completely revolutionized the apparel
industry, but not for the better. Behind every piece of
clothing in a store, there is an industry stripping the Earth
of its limited resources and exploiting the labor force that
works in its garment factories. Tremendous waste charac-
terizes this industry as it depletes healthy soil, contami-
nates fresh water sources, pollutes the air we breathe,
defiles our oceans, destroys forests and damages eco-
systems and the health of their biodiversity.

WHAT YOU CAN DO

Consumers have the power to change the trajectory of

fast fashion. Here are a few important things you can do:

e Educate yourself about sustainable clothing.

e Buy less and shop for quality over quantity.

e Choose natural materials — organic cotton, linen, or
hemp.

e Buy 100% recycled fabrics — 100% recycled polyester,
viscose (rayon), etc.

e Research brands to identify those that are ethical and
practice transparency and sustainability.

e Post a picture of yourself wearing a sustainable gar-
ment, explaining its attributes and why you like it.

e Choose brands that are manufactured in their own
community and connected to the place, people be-
hind them, local economy, and environment.

e Buy secondhand clothing.

e Swap clothes with a clothes swap group or start a
swap yourself.

e Learn how to repair your clothes yourself. The longer
clothes are kept, the lower their emissions footprint.

St Agnes Racial Justice Initiative News

The initial comments of the Texas governor on the recent
mass shooting of five people in Cleveland, TX on April
28th deserve to be noted by anyone concerned about
social and racial justice in our country. While not uttering
the usual "thoughts and prayers" for the victims and their
families, he felt the need to point out on Twitter the im-
migrant status of the victims, labeling them as "illegal
immigrants.”" This is perhaps a not so subtle dog-whistle
that the victims of this shooting are not as worthy of our
sympathy and compassion as others might be. His casual-
ly gratuitous, unnecessary mention of their legal status
should disturb us all, whether intentional or simply clue-
lessly insensitive. Either way his remark points a way
down a disturbing path that implies some humans are
more God's children than others.

Needless to say, he was called out by other elected offi-
cials and representatives of Latino organizations, among
others. His only "apology" was to say he got some inaccu-
rate information about the victims that did not reflect the
apparent legal status of at least one of the victims - not
addressing the racial overtones of his comments.

These victims of a mass gun shooting with an AR-15, in-
cluding a nine year old child and two mothers, who died
using their bodies as shields to save their children, de-
serve better from those who speak on our behalf in gov-
ernment. The victims fled the ravages of gang violence
riddled Honduras, only to have this happen to them here
in America.

As Christians we need to make our voices heard.
