You can 
usually tell by looking closely at the email address who 
sent the message. Emails from St. Agnes always come 
from office@stagnesshepherdstown.org. Emails from Fr. 
Andy will be from aswitzer@stagnesshepherdstown.org 
or aswitzer@dwc.org. These scammers are very crafty and 
often make some very slight variation on the actual email 
address, so you really have to look very carefully. 
 

If you receive an email similar to this, simply delete it and 
be aware that email scams, phishing, and more, are part 
of our digital world. To protect yourself, it's important that 
you learn how to recognize these scams.

Stormwater Management Plans 

Last year, the town acquired a grant from the Chesa-
peake Bay Foundation (CBF) to pay for a “Shepherdstown 
Green Infrastructure Concept Plan” and contracted with 
Downstream Strategies. The town decided to concen-
trate this initial phase on two areas, one of which is our 
church property. One of the yards across Back Alley from 
the church property is the low point for the entire area 
on either side of the alley and floods in heavy rain 
events. Additionally, Shepherdstown is part of the Chesa-
peake Bay Watershed, so we have an opportunity here to 
improve the water quality downstream. The goal for our 
property is to enhance the stormwater management in-
frastructure St Agnes already has in place while being 
good stewards of the environment. On February 16, 
Downstream Strategies submitted the final concept plan. 
 

St Agnes now has the opportunity to apply to CBF for 
grant money so that we can implement these upgrades. 
We are in the process of preparing a grant application 
with the assistance of Region 9 (The Eastern Panhandle 
Regional Planning and Development Council). The appli-
cation deadline is this week. 
 

In addition, through a different grant track CBF offers, 
another grant application is being prepared. St Agnes, in 
2011, worked with a professional landscape architect on 
a design for our church property that, though it predates 
the Pope’s Encyclical, is very much in keeping with Laud-
ato Sí. This grant, should we receive it, would help St Ag-
nes to bring more of this design to fruition.

Spotlight on Ministry 
 

MINISTRY OF THE ALTAR SERVER 
Altar Server is one who assists in the liturgical celebration 
of our faith community in any of a variety of ways (i.e., 
Carrying the cross or candles, handling the Sacramentary, 
helping the priest and deacon, etc.). 
 

The celebration of Mass is the center of the whole Chris-
tian life for the Church, both universal and local, as well 
as for each of the faithful individually. In it is found the 
high point both of the action by which God sanctifies the 
world in Christ and of the worship that the human race 
offers to the Father, adoring him through Christ, the Son 
of God, in the Holy Spirit. 
 

The service of the Altar Server is extremely important. 
Being an Altar Server means serving God and his people. 
That is what makes serving worth doing, and worth doing 
well. 
 

Altar servers must have a desire to participate in the lit-
urgy and be trained to perform their function in a correct 
and orderly manner. As an Altar Server you have a spe-
cial ministry in the Church. It is your privilege to assist the 
priest and deacon at the altar. This means that there is a 
certain way that is appropriate to behave. The primary 
role of the Altar Server is to assist the priest and deacon 
in the celebration of the liturgy, the Mass, and other pub-
lic prayer. This is done through specific actions, by setting 
an example for the congregation by active conscious par-
ticipation in the liturgy (hymns, responses, etc.), and by 
being alert.

DWC Synod February Listening Session  
On February 22, 2024, a DWC Synod Listening Session 
was held at St. Leo’s Church for the Martinsburg Vicari-
ate. The session was facilitated by Dr. Bernadette Kime, 
Diocesan Director of Worship. There were  about 36 par-
ticipants – 6 round tables of 5-6 participants each. The 
event was well attended by St. Agnes parishioners, at 
least 12 people. The other churches represented were St. 
Bernadette, St. Leo, St. Joseph, and St. James. There is a 
report on the notes taken at the tables present on the St. 
Agnes website.  



The Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston maintains an Office of Safe Environment 
in accordance with the USCCB’s Charter for the Protection of Children and 
Young People.

To report suspected cases of 
sexual abuse of children by personnel of the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston 
to the Diocese, contact one of the following designees at 1.888.434.6237 or 
304.233.0880: Mr. Bryan Minor, ext. 263; Mr. Tim Bishop, ext. 353; or Very 
Rev. Dennis Schuelkens, Jr., V.E., ext. 270. You may also call the Diocese’s 
Office of Safe Environment at 304.230.1504. In addition to the methods 
listed above for reporting sexual abuse, the Diocese also has partnered with 
Navex Global to offer the EthicsPoint platform to report other, additional 
concerns, such as suspected financial, professional, and personal misconduct 
of a priest, deacon, religious, or lay employee of the Diocese or any Catholic 
parish or school in West Virginia. The EthicsPoint platform can be accessed 
via www.dwc.org, under “Accountability”, then “Report Misconduct” or by 
calling 844.723.8381. EthicsPoint is a third-party reporting system that re-
ports to civil authorities where applicable and Diocesan authorities, and the 
identity of the person reporting is protected.
